Statelaw allows thegoverning

boardsof housingauthoritiesto establishdistrictswheretheamounta governmentreceives

for eachproperty’staxesarefrozenfor a setperiodoftime in an effort for improvementsand

developments.Theamountofpropertytax on improvedpropertiesincreasesincrementallyin

successiveyears. Theadditionalrevenuegeneratedby thehigherpropertyvalues,ratherthan

beingallocatedto a generalfund,would insteadgo to a separatefund for projectsofpublic

interestwithin theTIF district.

PUBLIC HEARING

• DougTemple,TreasureroftheGreeneCountyVolunteerFireDepartmentAssociation,
which representsGreeneCounty’s 14 VolunteerFire Departments,gaveanupdateto the
CountyCommissioners.Mr. Templesaidtheassociationreceived$102,116.10
in wheeltax revenuefrom May throughNovember2015 for insurancecoverageand
operatingexpensesfor theassociation’s14 volunteerfire departments.

TheAssociationhasdistributedtheamountof $95,854throughDecember.Theamount
of $40,288went for insurancepaymentsandtheamountof $55,566went to the 14
departments,with eachreceiving$3969perdepartment. Mr. Templestatedthat$50,000
is still owedon insurance,which will bepaid in monthly installmentsthroughSeptember.

Mr. Templesaid,“On behalfof those 14 departments,I wantto thankyou for your
financialsupport.

December2015.

May andJuneWheelTax receiptstotaled$27,567.40andweredisbursedat $1,969.00to eachofthe 14 County
VolunteerFire Departments.Wechoseto distributethefull amountto the departmentsasno additionalCounty
fundswereavailableduringtheJuly2014-June2015fiscal year.

WheelTax receiptsfor July throughNovembertotaled$74,548.70.We disbursed$40,288.00to coverour
insurancepremiumsto date.We still oweapproximately$50,000whichwill be billed in monthlyinstallments
overthenext9 months.Therearefourcomprehensiveinsurancepoliciesthatprovidecoveragefor Accident&
Sickness,WorkersComp,Property& CasualtyandAutomotiveVehicles.All 14 CountyVolunteerFire
Departmentsare coveredby thesepolicies.

Additional disbursementsof$1,000.00everytwo monthshavebeenprovidedto theCountyVolunteerFire
Departmentsfor atotal of$28,000.00.Thesedisbursementscoincidewith ourmeetingseverytwo monthsand
areexpectedto continueat whateveramountWheelTax receiptswill support.Our nextmeetingis scheduled
for January14,2016.

In summary,WheelTaxreceiptsfor MaythroughNovember2015havetotaled$102,116.10anddisbursements
throughDecember2015havetotaled$95,854.00.

Colonel Orellana,

Please find this Letter of Request and attached documentation for an Amendmentto the ContractNumber

GG144631, currently referred to as the Runway Relocation Project. The reason for the request is to

complete the C-2 requirements on the safety area.

This work was not included in the current construction contractwe are presently undertaking, because of

not being ableto acquire the needed properties due to FM discretionary funding. We have been through

that scenario before and it was not good, resulting in claim delays and a contractor lawsuit.

We now have acquired the properties and it would be fiscally prudent and just makes good economical

sense, if we could go ahead and complete the airport’s intended development of the C-2 Certification.
This area will require approximately 289,000 CY of material, of which would not only allow for the

completion of the safety area to Class 2 standards, but it would also provide pre-developed acreage for

revenue producing t-hangars, corporate hangars, FBO, etc., in the future since the fill material would

basically “level” the acreage available for expansion. Our engineering firm looked at what would be
necessary to achieve this goal. It will require moving the existing Airport Road to the east and bringing

the hill down further to match grades at the existing Hangars. The advantages to adding this work to the

existing contract are several. If we waft to perform the grading of the designated as the future T Hangar

site, we will have to tear up the newly paved road and rebuild it in the location required for the

expansion. If we wait to perform the safety area work we could have the same issue. Making the two

projects separate projects will require mobilizationfor a contractor for each project or combined projects.

If we were to add the safety area construction to this project usingthe material behind the T-Hangars as

described and making modifications to the other areas we achieve several goals;

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• We will have completed the airport development to meet C-? Standards
• We have area available to construct T-Hangars without burdening them with major site

costs
• We build Airport Road one time
• We do not additional erosion control and mobilization costs
• We will have less down time at the airport due to only having to displace the threshold

one time

Delaying this work for future dates would cost more than adding it to the existing contract. There will

be additional costs in the safety area project other than earthwork alone. We have to demolish the

existing houses, relocate the perimeter fencing, add some drainage work, seed and stabilize the

slopes. This is minor compared to the earthwork costs.

Enclosed is the documentation from our engineers demonstrating cost savings to do the work now versus
doing the work at a later date. Also enclosed are drawings demonstrating the relationship of just the

required amount of fill material as currently contracted to what we are requesting as a proposed

amendment.

Colonel Orellana, we understand that budgets are tight and the fuel tax cap coming into play makes the
Aeronautics budget even more constraining, but looking long term at the cost savings by amending this

contract versus waiting and rebidding it seemingly justifies the request by the cost savings alone.
Additionally, we currently have $897,471 dollars available in NPE Funds available.

Estimated Cost for Class 2 completion later: $4,073,332

Estimated Cost forClass 2 completion now: $2,466,408

Cost Savings: $1,606,924

Additionally, we were concerned about the request amount for the amendment change; therefore, we
are providing the following information for your review concerning contract changes! amendments:

Under Section 40 of the FAA General Provisions, modifications up to 25% of the original contract (or for
any major contract item) are to be made at the unit prices bid using a change order. Our understanding is
that the owner can add up to 25% of the contract value and the contractor must abide by the unit prices
he bid.

Modifications that exceed the 25% limit may still be made, but must be made by a Supplemental
Agreement, meaning that the owner and contractor can negotiate for the additional work and contractor
has an opportunity to adjust his unit price for this additional work. Since our contractor is agreeing to stick
with their unit prices for ANY additional work, we are of the understanding that the 25% limitation is not
a factor. Here is the excerpt from Section 40 of the General Provisions:

“Should the aggregate amount of altered work exceed the 25 percent limitation hereinbefore specified,
such excess altered work shall be covered by a supplemental agreement. If the owner and the Contractor
are unable to agree on a unit adjustment for any contract item that requires a supplemental agreement,
the owner reserves the right to terminate the contract with respect to the item and make other
arrangements for its completion.”

Interpretations of the regulations are always subject to change, but we wanted to be sure we were not
requesting a change that was not compliant with the regulations. I apologize for the long request letter,
but we tried to be complete and accurate for your review.

CODE OF ETHICS
GREENECOUNTY, TENNESSEE

Section 1. Definitions.

(1) “County” meansGreeneCounty, which includesall boards,committees,commissions,

authorities,corporationsor otherinstrumentalitiesappointedor createdby thecountyor an
official of thecounty,andspecifically including thecounty schoolboard,thecountyelection
commission,thecountyhealthdepartment,andutility districts in thecounty.

(2) “Officials andemployees”meansandincludesany official, whetherelectedor appointed,
officer, employeeor servant,or any memberof any board,agency,commission,authorityor
corporation(whethercompensatedor not), or any officer, employeeor servantthereof,ofthe
county,

(3) “Personalinterest”means,for the purposeofdisclosureof personalinterestsin accordance
with this Codeof Ethics,a financialinterestoftheofficial or employee,or a financialinterestof
theofficial’s or employee’sspouseor child living in thesamehousehold,in thematterto be
votedupon,regulated,supervised,or otherwiseactedupon in anofficial capacity.

Section2. Disclosureof personalinterestin voting matters.

An official or employeewith theresponsibilityto voteon ameasureshalldiscloseduringthe
meetingat which thevotetakesplace,beforethevote,any personalinterestthataffectsor that
would leadareasonablepersonto infer that it affectsthe official’s or employee’svote on the
measure.In addition,theofficial or employeemay,to theextentallowedby law, recusehimself
or herselffrom votingon themeasure.

Section3. Disclosureof personal interest in non-voting matters.

An official or employeewho mustexercisediscretionrelativeto anymatterotherthancastinga
voteandwho hasa personalinterestin thematterthat affectsor thatwould leadareasonable
personto infer that it affectstheexerciseof thediscretionshall disclosethat interest,beforethe
exerciseof thediscretionwhenpossible.In addition,theofficial or employeemay,to theextent”
allowedby law, recusehimselforherselffrom theexerciseof discretionin thematter.

Section4. Acceptanceof gifts and other things of value,

An official or employee,or an official’s or employee’sspouseorchild living in thesame
household,maynot accept,directlyor indirectly,any gift, money,gratuity,or other
considerationor favor of any kind from anyoneotherthanthecounty:
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(1)For theperformanceofan act,or refrainingfrom performanceof anact,thathe would be
expectedto perform,or refrainfrom performing,in theregularcourseof his duties;or

(2) Thatareasonablepersonwould understandwasintendedto influencethevote, official
action, orjudgmentof theofficial or employeein executingcountybusiness.

It shall not be considereda violation of thispolicy for an official or employeeto receive
entertainment,food,refreshments,meals,favors,healthscreenings,amenities,foodstuffs,or
beveragesvaluedat$100or lessperoccasionor occurrencefrom any individual, partnership,
corporation,businessor entity providedsameis not intendedto adverselyaffectthejudgmentor
decisionmakingof suchemployeeor official asit relatesto theconductof countybusiness.
However,theacceptanceof any entertainment,food,etc.abovedescribedshallbe linjited to two
occasionsor occurrencesfrom any individual or any relatedconcernin any onecalendaryear.

Section5. Ethics Complaints.

A County EthicsCommittee(the“Ethics Committee”)consistingof eight membersshall be
appointedto one-yeartermsby theCounty Mayorwith confirmationby thecountylegislative
bodyto be appointedeachyearat thesametime asinternal committeesof thecountylegislative
body, Sevenmembersof thecommitteeshall be membersof thecountylegislativebody; andone
membershall be a constitutionalcountyofficer or, shouldno constitutionalcountyofficer be
willing to acceptappointment,an additionalmemberof thecountylegislativebody shallbe
selected.TheEthics Committeeshallconveneassoonaspracticableaftertheirappointmentand
electa chairanda secretary.Therecordsof theEthicsCommitteeshall be maintainedby the
secretaryandshall be filed in theoffice ofthecountyclerk, wheretheyshallbe opento public
inspection.

Questionsandcomplaintsregardingviolationsof this CodeofEthicsor of any violationof state
law governingethicalconductshouldbe directedto anymemberof theEthics Committeeor
County Attorney. Complaints shall be in writing and signedby thepersonmakingthe
complaint,andshall setforth in reasonabledetail thefactsuponwhichthecomplaintis based.

TheCounty EthicsCommitteeshall investigateany crediblecomplaintagainstan official or
employeechargingany violation ofthis Codeof Ethics,or mayundertakean investigationon its
own initiativewhenit acquiresinformation indicatingapossibleviolation,andmake
recommendationsfor actionto endor seekretributionfor any activity that, in theCommittee’s
judgment,constitutesaviolation of thisCodeofEthics. If amemberof theCommitteeis
thesubjectof acomplaint,suchmembershall recusehimselfor herselffrom all proceedings
involving suchcomplaint.
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TheCommitteemay:

(1) referthematterto the CountyAttorneyfor a legal opinionand/orrecommendationsfor
action;

(2) in thecaseof anofficial, refer thematterto thecountylegislativebody for possiblepublic
censureif thecounty legislativebody finds suchactionwarranted;

(3) in thecaseofan employee,refer thematterto theofficial responsiblefor supervisionof
theemployeefor possibledisciplinaryactionif theofficial finds disciplinewarranted;

(4) in acaseinvolving possibleviolation of statestatutes,referthematterto thedistrict
attorneyfor possibleousteror criminal prosecution;

(5) find theethicalcomplaintis without merit andtakeno furtheraction;

Any actionor decisionby theEthicsCommitteeis subjectto reviewby thefull GreeneCounty
LegislativeBody if saidBody desires,Saidreviewmustoccurat a regularlyscheduledmeeting
of theGreeneCounty Commissionandsaidreviewmustoccurwithin ninety (90)daysofany
formal actionof theEthicsCommittee.TheGreeneCountyCommissionmayaffirm, modify, or
reverseany actionof theEthicsCommitteeby roll call voteof theGreeneCountyCommission
andsuchactionof theCommissionshall be recordedin theminutesof suchCommission
meeting.

The interpretationthat “a reasonablepersonin thecircumstances”wouldapply shall be usedin
interpretingandenforcingthis Codeof Ethics. Whena violationof this Codeof Ethicsalso
constitutesaviolation ofapersonnelpolicy or a civil servicepolicy, theviolation shall be dealt
with asa violation of thepersonnelor civil serviceprovisionsratherthanasa violation ofthis
CodeofEthics.

Section 6. Liability and Workers’ CompensationIssues.

Generally,all issuesconcerningcountygovernmentandfunctionsof countygovernmentare
opento thepublic. However,aspart of its governingfunction,GreeneCountyis calleduponto
defendliability, workers’ compensationandothercasesfiled againstGreeneCountyor filed on
behalfon GreeneCounty. In thoseinstances,whenthegeneralpublic is not necessarilyprivy to
theparticularfactsand circumstancesofeachcase,countycommissionersanddepartmentheads,
(to thedegreethat theirindividual departmentis involved) generallyare entitled to knowledge
andinformationaboutpendinglitigation andactualfiled litigation involving theirdepartment.
Thatdepartmentheads,commissionersnor employeesshall not discloseto thepublic any
informationconcerningactualcasesinvolving pendingor actuallitigation involving county
governmentor any of its variousdepartments,boards,or agencieswithout theexpressedconsent
oftheduly appointedGreeneCountyInsuranceCommitteeand/orCounty Attorney.
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Section7. Applicable StateLaws.

In additionto theethicalprinciplessetout in this Codeof Ethics, statelawsalso providea
frameworkfor theethicalbehaviorof county officials andemployeesin theperformanceof their
duties.Officials andemployeesshouldfamiliarizethemselveswith thestatelawsapplicableto
theiroffice or positionandtheperformanceof theirduties.To theextentthat an issueis
addressedby statelaw (law of generalapplication,public law of local application,local option
law, orprivate act),theprovisionsof that statelaw, to theextenttheyaremorerestrictive,shall
control. Following is a briefsummaryof selectedstatelawsconcerningethicsin county
government.For thefull text ofthesestatutes,seetheTennesseeCodeAnnotated(T.C.A.)
sectionsindicated.

Campaignfinance- T.C.A. Title 2, Chapter10. PartOne(campaignfinancialdisclosurerequires
candidatesfor public office to disclosecontributionsand contributorsto theircampaigns.Part
Three(campaigncontributionlimits) limits thetotal amountof campaigncontributionsa
candidatemayreceivefrom an individualandsetslimits on theamountacandidatemayreceive
in cash.

Conflict of interest- T.C,A. § 12-4-101 is thegeneralconflictof intereststatutethat appliesin all
counties.It prohibitsanyonewhovotesfor, letsout, or in any mannersupervisesany workor
contractfrom havinga direct financialinterestin thatcontract,purchaseor work,and it requires
disclosureof indirectfinancialinterestsby public acknowledgment.

Conflict ofinterest- T.C,A. § 49-6-2003appliesto thedepartmentof educationin all counties
andprohibitsdirect andindirectconflicts of interestin thesaleofsuppliesfor usein public
schools.

It prohibitsofficials andemployeesin thehighwaydepartmentand
membersofthecountylegislativebody from havingany personalinterestin purchasesof
supplies,materials,machinery,and equipmentfor thehighwaydepartment.

Conflict of interest- T.C.A. § 5-14-114appliesin countiesthathaveadoptedtheCounty
PurchasingLaw of 1957. It prohibitsthepurchasingagent,membersofthepurchasing
commission,andall countyofficials from havingany financialor otherpersonalbeneficial
interestin any contractor purchaseof goodsor servicesfor any departmentor agencyof the
county.

FinancialManagementSystemof 1981. It prohibitsall countyofficials andemployeesfrom
havingany financial or otherpersonalbeneficial interestin thepurchaseof any supplies,
materialsor equipmentfor thecounty.
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Conflict of interest- T,C.A, §~5-5-102and 12-4-101governdisclosuresandabstentionsvoting
dueto conflicts of interestof membersof countylegislativebodies.

Conflict of interestdisclosurestatements- T.C.A. § 8-50-501andthefollowing sectionsrequire
candidatesandappointeesto local public offices to file adisclosurestatementwith thestate
servicesprovided,bankruptcies,certainloans,andotherinformation,and to keepthese
statementsup to date.

Gifts - T.C.A. § 5-14-114applies in countiesthat haveadoptedtheCountyPurchasingLaw of
1957. It prohibitsthepurchasingagent,membersof thepurchasingcommission,andall county
officials from receivinganythingof value,directly or indirectly, from anyonewhomayhaveor
obtainacontractor purchaseorderwith thecounty,

Gifts - T.C.A. § 5-21-121appliesin countiesthat haveadoptedtheCountyFinancial
ManagementSystemof 1981. It prohibitsthefinancedirector,purchasingagent,andemployees
in thosedepartmentsfrom acceptinganythingof value,directly or indirectly, from anyonewho
furnishessupplies,materialsor equipmentto thecounty.

Honoraria- T.C.A. § 2-10-116prohibitselectedofficials from acceptinganhonorarium
(including moneyor anythingofvalue,but not including reimbursementfor actualexpenses)for
an appearance,speech,or articlein theirofficial capacity.

Privateuseof publicproperty - T.C,A. § 54-7-202appliesin countiesthataregovernedby the
CountyUniform HighwayLaw. It prohibitstheprivateuseof equipment,rock, andother
highwaymaterials.

Court sales- T.C,A, § 39-16-405prohibitsjudges,clerksof court,courtofficers,andemployees
of court,from bidding onor purchasinganypropertysoldthroughthecourt for which such
persondischargesofficial duties.

Dear Mayor Crum,

It has been my privilege to serve the Greeneville-Greene County Library in several ways since my
return to Greene County. During the last 3 years I have had the honor to be a voting member and
representative for the county on the Library Board.

This has been an exciting time for our library. With changing times and economic hazards for
institutions of all kinds, it has been a challenge for our library to adjust and grow. With the funds
provided by county, city state and federal sources we have been able to continue and expand the
already valuable services that all libraries are called upon to provide to our patrons by streamlining
processes through the use of technology in spite of no increase in staff.

As the actual functioning of the library grows to meet and embrace the new technologies of today,
we have found it necessary to find new sources of funding within the community. Our citizens
have risen to the occasion in many ways. Our Friends of the Greeneville-Greene County Library
under the leadership of Lindy Riley has accepted an increased role in the maintenance of the
interior of the building. The main library has been re-carpeted and new ceiling tiles installed to
replace water damaged old tiles. There have been smaller jobs of exterior maintenance completed
as well. The Big Spring Room on the lower level has been completely refurbished and made
available to the public for small group events. I know that under the new leadership of Ed Ruch and
the new Board the Friends will continue this vital role that they have undertaken.

The Annual Book Sale continues to provide unrestricted funds to help with our operating short fall.
The community has embraced this project in ever increasing numbers as volunteers and as
shoppers. The library staff also does heroic work year round in preparation for the sale.

Over the last years, we have had an increase in donations to specific projects to benefit the library
such as the improved garden at the rear, landscaping in front, plans for a new circulation desk,
some appropriate shelving for the juvenile section as well as other smaller gifts.

The library staff, under Director Don Mille, has done amazing work even though extremely short
staffed. In cooperation with the re-carpeting project, the staff did a fantastic job of clearing out
areas of storage and weeding shelves of uncirculated books and those in poor condition. We have
had several changes in staff due to retirements and our new staff members are doing great work
and are technologically skilled and able to contribute much to the library and the public. Our other
employees still maintain their excellent level of service in spite of understaffing.

Much of this improved relationship with our supporters is due to the Board under the leadership of
Ginny Kidwell. An assessment survey of our facilities rating all aspects of the library was
undertaken by the board and participated in by the Friends group and by the general public. The
results of this survey have shown the Board and our supporters the areas that need the most
attention. Chairman Kidwell has also had the board undertake a revision of the Policies and
procedures manual as well as held workshops for the board to help us to understand what the
future of libraries is and how we will meet the needs of the citizens of Greene County.

It has been a privilege to serve on this Library Board and if approved by the County Commission I
will endeavor to serve faithful for the next 3 years.

Initiating the

Debt Policy and process,also for theresponsibilityfor administratingthedebtpayments,

andthedebtserviceFor all debtof thecounty,which includescapitaloutlay notes,bonds,and

theschooldebtservice. Most of thosedebtsareprinciplepaymentsandinterestpaymentswhich

aremadetwice a year. Principlepaymentsaremadeat theendof May for June1 servicing,and

theinterestpaymentsare madetheendof Novemberfor December1 servicing. We havea

third partyadmir~istratorthat v~1ioksthebondcouponsfor the individual ownersofthebonds,

and~ pay a servicefee to the thirl party for administratingthepaymentsto the individual

ownersof thedebtbonds. Thesaleof any debt,whetherit be abondor capitaloutlay note

or anykind of note.~sto he ancgo:iatedsale,eitherby a sealedbid or anegotiatedcontract.
